The FoodSafe program is a comprehensive food safety training program designed for the food service industry. It is an initiative of the province of  B.C. and is developed and managed by the B.C. FoodSafe secretariat in partnership with the regional health authorities. 

The program will be started at MBSS in February and takes 8 hours of class time. The students will receive their FoodSafe Certificate from the Okanagan Regional Health Authority once this course is completed. In order to receive this certificate the student must:

1) Pay $25.00 for the workbook and certificate.

2) Provide their B.C. care card number.

3) Provide their mailing address (not email).
4) Score a minimum of 70% on the FoodSafe test. (one rewrite is allowed)
